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The Mukuru Education Scheme covers both Secondary and Tertiary Education. Kelvin is continuing his course to qualify as an Accountant (CPA). For personal reasons Geoffrey decided not to continue with CPA, but has options to take another course. Herman is now at college studying to become a Social Worker and is doing well. More sponsors have come forward for this popular scheme, so at the present time, Waves is supporting 8 boys and 8 girls from Mukuru primary schools through secondary education, and we will start three more students in Jan 2008, one of them the 10th Pisstwits student!
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One student sponsor, Adam Greener from Indeprod, will be visiting Nairobi in January to meet his student and to make a video diary of his visit. He will also meet other students and visit each of the schools in Mukuru to see progress made in the extra curricular activities. Donations from Indeprod and its staff, through Waves, have funded scouting activities and uniforms, musical instruments and gym equipment. Watch this spot!

The annual Mukuru Kerrigan Challenge Cup Finals for Boys and Girls were played at St Catherine’s School, on 15th June.  The winning teams received Kerrigan Tournament 2007 T- shirts, with Waves baseball caps for the lads and visors for the girls. St Catherine’s won the boys competition and St Bakhita the girls.
We have heard some “Good News / Bad News” from Mukuru. The (very) good news is that the government are funding new classrooms at St Elizabeth’s and a new school at Kayaba. Kayaba is in particular need of renewal. The bad news is that while the work takes place temporary classrooms will be erected on the Waves playing field at St Elizabeth’s and all of the 1300 Kayaba students will be relocated to St Bakhita, impacting the Waves playing field there. Naturally our concern is the restitution of the fields afterwards. The creation costs were quite high and it is an investment to be protected. We have an advisor there now, through our Pisstwits contact, who will monitor what will need to be done.
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The news of our 4 “Waves Scholars” from Starehe is that John will complete his degree in April 2008, pending a final project, that we are funding, and Jamleck will also graduate then. He has concurrently completed his CPA and in doing so scooped the national award for the best student in Financial Accounting IV (a subject in section six and arguably the toughest). He is hoping to do an MBA but we think he should get some work experience first. Dennis is now at university studying Architecture, a demanding course that will throw him many challenges. Peter is starting his final year at the school and continues to do well. We will start a 5th Waves scholar in Jan 2008, who Peter will mentor for his first year. 

The school is still doing very well.  They now have a new Director by name Professor Jesse Mugambi, and in last year's Kenya Certificate of Secondary Education examination, the school was number one in the whole republic, with almost all of the 206 boys who did the examination qualifying for university entry.
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At the Ruben Centre run by The Christian Brothers, we provided funds to support Scout Camping, Youth Peer Educating, Library Book Provision for Primary Classes, and Memory Book Writing for HIV / AIDS family members. We also bought a Knitting Machine and an Embroidery Overlock Machine, for the Vocational Class, and funded our first Waves Secondary Education student at Ruben. We bought 3 computers for use in IT education, as the Government supplies the syllabus and course work, but not the hardware required. We also funded metal security cages for the equipment.
The Ecology Trip scheme at AFEW to sponsor and to organise trips for children from the deprived areas continues to thrive. This year 764 children from the Mukuru and Ruben schools, plus the Street Children Rehabilitation Centre and Starehe School, took part. Waves again sponsored 4 of the winning students from the 2007 Safari Art Competition to go on the AFEW educational safari and supplied wildlife books as prizes for the best boy and girl on safari.  
[image: image10.emf][image: image11.emf]We have further funded school projects run by teachers who attend the AFEW environmental science teaching workshops, aimed at fostering and encouraging the spread of knowledge amongst children about care of their environment. Such is the demand for these workshops that there is a waiting list. We have asked AFEW to bear in mind that the projects favoured will be those with a direct and practical involvement of the children (hands on), as we believe that the workshops and their spin-off back into the schools is extremely important and accordingly getting the children participating is the best way for the message to be spread. We will look forward to meeting some of the children involved in the projects when we visit in 2008.

Waves again donated funds towards keeper costs at the David Sheldrick Wildlife Trust elephant orphanage. We gave major sponsorship to four primary schools near the Tsavo National Park (Gideon Mosi, Gimba, Kalambe and Sowa) by providing sports equipment and desks. 
[image: image12.emf][image: image13.emf]We funded the manufacture of 160 of a new style of desk, designed by DSWT to better stand the test of time and be more sustainable.  Desks made entirely of wood get damaged and discarded, so now wood  is used only for the writing surface, which can be replaced as and when needed, with the rest of the frame made of durable metal. All wood desks require immense forest areas to have enough wood for the desks – the wood and metal desks are more sustainable.

Three couples, Dominic and Kassie Geer, Barry and Tamara Reading, and Simon and Kath Hall, named Waves to receive donations in lieu of their wedding gifts, which will fund the Mombassa holiday for orphans and street children, extra curricular activities at Mukuru, and school trips into the Tsavo National Park respectively. Income from Car Boot Sales is down with fewer customers these days. We have registered with Mission Fish, the charitable arm of e-Bay, so anyone can donate part of proceeds from their sales to Waves. Our income for the year ending July was £27,160 and our expenditure was £28,880. We are able to cover our running costs from Bank Interest and Tax Refunds so in fact 100% of all donations made and fund raising income goes direct to charitable projects. Not many charities can claim that level of efficiency.
As always, our very big thank you to everybody in Kenya and in the UK who have given their donations of time and money, energy and support to Waves projects over the last 10 Years – we could not do any of this without you - thank you for helping us continue to “make Waves”!
